1. THE DEVIL IS THE SAME AS SATAN, THE DRAGON, EVIL, and THE old SERPENT, and LUCIFER  

ALSO THE BAD SPIRIT THAT MANIFEST IN PEOPLE THAT MAKES THEM DO THINGS, THAT DO NOT AGREE WITH THE WORD OF God.   

And whosoever is deceived by the devil is the devil.

The devil manifested in the False prophets, antichrist, the beast with the seven heads and the seven horns and the seven crowns Revelation 13: 1 to 10, the beast 666 Revelation 13: 11 to 13.

Gog and Magog Revelation 20: 7 to 10.

Where is the seat of the devil “satan”?

The Holly Bible tells us in the book of Revelation that the devil “satan” has a place and a seat.

In John’s revelation “vision” the Lord Jesus appeared to John, and said to him about the seven-candle stick, which are the seven Churches, and one of the seven Churches is the Church of Pergamos,

According to the translation of the New international Version of the Holly Bible.   

{To the angel of the church in Pergamum, [Pergamos] write: these are the words of him who has the sharp, double-edge sword. I know where you live, where satan has his throne. Yet you remain true to my name, and you did not renounce your faith in me, even the days of Antipas, my faithful witness, who was put to death in your city, where satan lives.

But I have a few things against you: you have people there who hold to the teaching of Balaam, who taught Balak to entice the Israelites to sin by eating food sacrificed to idols and by committing sexual immorality. And you have others who hold to the teaching of the Nicolaitans. 

Repent therefore! Otherwise, I will soon come to you and will fight against them with the sword of my mouth. Revelation 2: 12 to 16}.    

According to the translation of the king James Version of the Holly Bible.

{And to the angel of the Church in Pergamos write; these things saith he which has the sharp sword with two edges. I know thy works, and where thou dwells, even where satan’ seat is: and thou hold fast my name, and hast not denied my faith, even in those days wherein Antipas was my faithful martyr, who was slain among you, where satan dwell.  

But I have a few things against thee, because thou hast there them that hold the doctrine of Balaam, who taught Balac [Balak] to cast a stumbling block before the children of Israel, to eat things sacrifices unto idols, and to commit fornication. So hast thou also them that hold the doctrine of Nicolaitanes, which thing I hate. Revelation 2: 12 to 15}. 

The scriptures tell us that the devil has a place, and this place called Pargamos, 

And Pergamos a city of Mysia, about 3 miles to the north of the river Caicus, and 20 miles from its present mouth. It was the residence of a dynasty of Greek princes founded after the time of Alexander the Great, and usually called Attalic dynasty, from it founder, Attalus. The sumptuousness of the Attalic princes that raised Pergamos to the rank of the city in Asia as regards splendor. 

The city was noted for its vast library, containing 200,000 volumes. Here were splendid temples of Zeus or Jupiter, Athene, Apollo and Eseulapins. One of the seven Churches of Asia, was in Pergamos. As it is mentioned in the Holly Bible Revelation (1: 11) (2:12 to 17). It is called SATAN’S SEAT. 

Which some suppose to refer to the worship of Esculaptius, from the serpent being his characteristic emblem. Others refer it to THE PERSECUTION OF CHRISTIANS, which was the work of SATAN. The modern name of the city is Bergama.    

And the One that has the sharp sword with two edges is Jesus Christ.

And Antipas is a name of a person, a martyr (means witness) and it is probably according to the tradition bishop of the place, about in year 100 A-D.   

And Balaam is the son of Beor, a man endowed with the gift of Prophecy in the year 145 B-C, Refer to the Holy Bible in the book of Numbers 22: 5. He is also mentioned in conjunction with the five kings of Midian, apparently as a person of the name Rank, refer to the Holy Bible in the book of Numbers 31: 8 and 31: 16. He is also seems to have lived at Pethor, refer to the Holy Bible in the book of Deuteronomy 23: 4; and in the book of Numbers 22: 5, on THE RIVER OF EUPHRATES, in Mesopotamia. Such was his Reputation that when the Israelites were encamped in the plains of Moab, Balak, the king of Moab, sent for Balaam to curse them. Balaam at first was prohibited by God from going, he was again sent for by the king and again refused, but was at length allowed to go. 

He yielded to the temptations of riches and honor, which Balak set before him. But GOD’S anger was kindled at this manifestation of determined self-will, and the angel of the LORD stood in the way for an adversary against him. Refer to the Holy Bible in the book of second Peter 2:15 to16. 

Balaam predicted a magnificent career for the people whom he was called to curse, but he nevertheless suggested to the Moabites the expedient of seducing them to commit fornication. The effect of this is recorded in the Holy Bible in the Book of Numbers Chapter 25. A battle was afterwards fought against the Midianites, in which Balaam sided with them, and was slain by the sword of the people whom he had endeavored to curse, Refer to the holy Bible in the book of numbers 31: 8. 

And Balac or [Balak] is the son of Zippor, king of the Mobites, who hired Balaam to curse the Israelites; but his designs were frustrated in the manner recorded in the Holy Bible in the book of Numbers 22:24, about in the year 1451 B-C.

And Nicolaitanes means also (the followers of Nicolas) a sect mentioned in The Holy Bible in the Book of Revelation 2: 6 to 15, whose deeds were strongly condemned. They may have identical with those who held the doctrine of Balaam. They seem to have that it was lawful to eat things sacrificed to the idols, and to commit fornication, in opposition to the decree of the Church rendered in the Book of Acts 15: 20 to 29 of the Holy Bible. The teachers of the Church branded them with a name, which expressed their true character. The men who did and taught such were followers of Balaam, Refer to, the Holy Bible in the book of the Second Peter 2: 15, and in the book of Jude chapter 11. 

They like the false prophet of Pethor, united brave words with EVIL DEEDS. 
In a time of persecution, when eating or not eating of things sacrificed to idols was more than ever a crucial test of faithfulness, they persuaded men more that ever that it was a thing indifferent, Refer to the Holy Bible in the book of Revelation 2: 13 to 14. 

This was bad enough, but there was a yet worse EVIL.
Mingling themselves in the orgies of idolatrous feasts, they brought the impurities of those feasts into the meeting of the Christians Churches. And all this was done, it must be remembered, not simply as an indulgence of appetite, but as a part of a system, supported by a doctrine, accompanied by the boast of a prophetic illumination, Refer to the Holy Bible in the book of Second Peter 2: 1. 

It confirms the view, which has been taken of their character to find that stress is laid in the first instance on the Nicolaitans. To hate those deeds is a sign of life in a Church that otherwise is weak and faithless, refer to the Holy Bible in the book of Revelation 2: 6. 

To tolerate them is well nigh to forfeit the glory of having been faithful under persecution, refer to the Holy Bible in the book of Revelation 2: 14 to 15.

(To read more about what happened at THE RIVER OF EUPHRATES, concerning Balaam, which may be under a different name as the serpent or Gog and Magog or the king of the north. This story started in the beginning of the world when Satan deceives Eve and Adam in the Garden of Eden. The Devil “satan” manifested in the serpent at that time, and shall manifested in Gog, and in the king of the north and the beast 666. And in many people and mighty kings that shall rise to destroy God and his Holy People. It is very important to read about Gog and Magog and the location of garden of Eden of Adam and Eve, were satan star his evil first deception with the first woman on earth Eve, second God’s creation in human. Please refer to the page of Gog and Magog, or in Adam and Eve, in the index of this site)

Paul mentioned in his letter to Philippians. {For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ.

Whose end in destruction, whose God is their belly, and whose glory is their shame, who mind earthly things. Philippians 3: 18 to 19}.   

2.  (Be aware of the {Devil, means satan} could be transformed into an angel of light)

Paul mentioned in his second letter to the people of Corinthians. {For as false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.

And no marvel for satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness whose end shall be according to their works. Second Corinthians 11: 13 to 14.   

3. NOTE, (DOES THE DEVIL EXIST) 
Since the beginning of the world, and from the creation of the first man and woman, that God created the devil existed. 

It is not only that the devil existed from the beginning, also he shall remain until the end of this world, as it mentioned in the book of Revelation, {when the thousand years are expired, satan shall be loose out of his prison. And shall go out to deceive the nations which are in the four quarters of the earth, Gog and Magog, to gather them together to battle: the number of whom is as the sand of the sea. And they went up on the breadth of the earth, and compassed the camp of the saints, and the beloved city: and fire came down from God out of heaven, and devoured them. And the devil that conceived was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night forever and ever}. Revelation 20: 7 to 10.

The first human that was deceived by the devil was Eve and the last was Gog and Magog. But the devil shall not last long, because God shall destroy him at the end.

This scripture tells us that there are three main peoples that the devil deceived, are the “beast”, the “false prophet”, and the nation of “Gog and Magog”. To read about them, please refer to the index of this site.             

The devil is always against Jesus Christ and his followers the “Christians”. 
The reason that the devil hates the Christians and any whosoever does the will of God the creator, because God is a powerful spirit, and the fruit of the spirit is LOVE, PEACE, LONGSUFFERING, GENTLENESS, GOODNESS, FAITH, MEEKNESS, TEMPERANCE: AGAINST SUCH THERE IS NO LAW. Galatians 5: 22. 

But the works of the devil are the opposite, and they are the desires of the flesh, which are manifested in human’s characteristic and actions, {adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness, idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulation, wrath, strife, sedition, heresies, envying, murders, drunkenness, revelling the future or future tellers.  And such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God}.

Galatians 5: 19 to 21        

4. (From the beginning the devil existed)

(Note, the book of Genesis is the first book of the sixty-six books (for some translations are seventy-six) that are in the Holy Bible, this book explains how God created the earth and the universe and the first man. This book explains how could we understand this world, and how can we live in it. And what is all about man’s ability in this world, and how he started a hated relation with his brother from the first beginning of this world, because of the existence of the devil. And how God the eternal Father, shall acts with the first man and women for the sin that they committed? The book of Genesis has all the answers.

This book shall explain to us how the devil deceived the first woman and the first man, to separate them from the Love of God the creator, by their first sin.

And this book also tells us about the love of GOD, and the devil’s filthiness, wrath, envying, murders, and hate.

    (The devil deceived Cain the first human birth on earth)

 5. (The book of Genesis explains Gods creations, and how this world bows for the Mighty God the creator. At the end this book tells us about the Covenant between God and his children, that he shall be with them, and take care of them, and lead them t9o the truth and righteousness, to believe in him and obey his laws and his commandments).

 This book tells us about Adam and eve’s children, Cain and Abel, and how the devil deceived Cain to kill his brother Abel. And about Noah and the flood, and about the Tower of Babel, and the destruction of the evil wicked city of Sodom and Gomorrah.

Also this book tells about the salvation that God plain for men, and how God calls Abraham to announce the Covenant between Humans and God. Abraham has a son called Isaac, and Isaac has a son called Jacob, and Jacob has a son called Joseph. Joseph was sold by his brother to Potiphar, and lived with his family in Egypt). 

Could the devil deceive the children? 
Jesus said, 

TAKE HEED THAT YE DESPISE NOT ONE OF THESES LITTLE ONES; FOR I SAY UNTO YOU, THAT IN HEAVEN THEIR ANGELS DO ALWAYS BEHOLD THE FACE OF MY FATHER WHICH IS IN HEAVEN. Matthew 18: 10. 

If the children (means the little ones) are as the kingdom of heaven, and have their angels also in heaven, I do not need any more EXPLANATION to prove that the children are as angels. And they are innocent and do not know good or evil is, and they can’t be possessed by the devil. 

6. THE DEVIL CREATED NOTHING.

GOD CREATED HEAVEN AND EARTH AND THE FIRST MAN AND WOMAN.

FROM THE BOOK OF GENESIS

 (God created heaven and earth)

In the beginning God created the heaven and earth. And the earth was without form, and void; and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters. Genesis 1: 1 to 2.

7. (In the first day God said let it be light and he divided from darkness)

And God said, let there be light: and there was light. And God saw the light, that it was good: and God divided the light from the darkness. And God called the light day, and the darkness he called night, and the evening and the morning were the first day. Genesis 1: 3 to 5.

8. (In the second day God made the firmament, waters above divided from waters below)

And God said, let there be firmament in the midst of the waters, and let it divide the waters from the waters. And God made the firmament, and divided the waters which were under the firmament from the waters which were above the firmament: and it was so. And God called the firmament heaven. And the evening and the morning were the second day. Genesis 1: 6 to 8.

9. (In the third day God divided earth and seas, and made grass, herbs and trees)

And God said, let the waters under the heaven be gathered together unto one place, and let the dry land appear and it was so. And God called the dry land earth: and the gathering together of the waters called he seas: and God saw that was good. 

And God said, let the earth bring forth grass, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit after his kind, whose seed is in itself, upon the earth: and it was so. And the earth brought forth grass, and herb yielding seed after his kind, and the tree yielding fruit, whose seed was in itself, after his kind: and God saw that it was good. And the evening and the morning were on the third day. Genesis 1: 9 to 13.

10. (In the fourth day God made the sun, the moon, and the stars) 

And God said, let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven to divide the day from the night. And let them be for signs, and for seasons, and for days and years: and let them be for lights in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the earth: and it was so. 

And God made two great lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night: he made the stars also. And God set them in the firmament of the heaven to give light upon the earth. And to rule over the day and over the night, and to divide the night from the darkness: and God saw that was good. 

Genesis 1: 14 to 19.

11. (In the fifth day God created the creatures of the sea, and every winged fool)

And God said let the waters bring forth abundantly the moving creature that hath life, and fowl that may fly above the earth in the open firmament of heaven. And God created great whales, and every living creature that moveth, which the waters brought forth abundantly, after their kind, and every winged fool after his kind: And God saw that it was good. And God blessed them, saying, be fruitful, and multiply, and fill the waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply in the earth. And the evening and the morning were the fifth day.

Genesis 1: 20 to 23. 

12. (In the six day God created the cattle, beasts, and the first man) 

And God said, let the earth bring forth the living creature after his kind, cattle, and creeping thing, and beast of the earth after his kind: and it was so. And god made the beast of the earth after his kind and cattle after their kind and every thing that creepeth upon the earth after his kind: and God saw that it was good.

And God said, let us make man in our image, after our likness: and let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 

So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him: male and female created he them. And God blessed them, and God said unto them, be fruitful. And multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth. 

And God said, behold, I have given you every herb bearing seed, which is upon the face of all the earth, and every tree, in the which is fruit of a tree yielding seed; to you it shall for meat. And to every beast of the earth, and to every fowl of the air, and to every thing that creepeth upon the earth, wherein there is life, I have given every green herb for meet: and it was so. And God saw every thing that he had made, and, behold, it was very good. And the evening and the morning were the sixth day. Genesis 1: 24 to 31.

13. (On the seventh day God sanctified this day and rested)

Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all the host of them. And on the seventh day God ended his work which he made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made. 

 And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it because that in it he had rested from all his work, which God created and made. There are the generations of the heaves and of the earth when they were created, in the day that the Lord made the earth and the heavens. Genesis 2: 1 to 4.

14. (God created Adam the first man)

And every plant of the field before it was in the earth, and every herb of the field before it grew: for the Lord God had not there was not a man to till the ground. But there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the whole face of the ground.

And the Lord God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul. Genesis 2: 5 to 7.

15. (God made the Garden of Aden)

And the Lord God planted a Garden eastward in Eden: and there he put the man whom he had formed. And out of the ground made the Lord God to grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight and good for food the tree of life in the midst of the Garden and the tree of knowledge of good and evil. And a river went out of Eden to water the garden: and from thence it was parted, and became into four heads. The name of the first is Pison: that is which compasseth the whole land of Havilah, where there is gold; and the gold of that land is good: there is Bdellium and the onyx stone. And the name of the second river is Gihon: the same is that compasseth the whole land of Ethiopia. And the name of the third river is Hiddekel: that is which goeth toward the east of Assyria. And the fourth river is Euphrates. Genesis 2: 8 to 14.

 (Note, the tree of life is also mentioned in the book of Revelation 22: 2 to 3.

17. (God commands Adam and Eve, to not eat from the tree of knowledge, of good and evil)

And the Lord God took the man, and put him into the Garden of Eden to dress it and to keep it. And the Lord God commanded the man, saying, of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou not eat of it: for in the day that thou eats thereof thou shalt die. Genesis 2: 15 to 17. 

18. (God creates the first woman)

And the Lord God said it is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him help meet for him. And out of the ground the Lord God formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; and brought them to Adam to see what he would call them: and whatsoever Adam called every living creature, that was the name thereof. And Adam gave names to all cattle and to the fowl of the air and every beast of the field; but for Adam there was not found help meet for him. 

And the lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof. And the rib, which the Lord God had taken from man, made he a woman, and bought her unto the Man. And Adam said, this is now bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man. Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh. And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed. Geneses 2:18 to 25.

19. The world’s first sin

(The serpent (means the devil) deceives the woman)

Now the serpent was subtil than any beast of the field that the Lord had made. And he said unto the woman, yea hath God said ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden? And the woman said unto the serpent, we may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden. But of the fruit of the tree, which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, ye shall not eat of it; neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die. And the serpent said unto the woman, ye shall not surely die: for God Doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes. And a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat. And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and mad themselves aprons. Genesis 3: 1 to 7.

20. (The Lord God speaks to Adam and the woman)

And they heard the voice of the Lord God walking in the garden in the cool of the day: and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the Lord God amongst the trees of the garden. And the Lord God called unto Adam, and said unto him, where art thou? And he said I heard thy voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked, and I hid myself. 

And he said who told thee that thou wast naked? Hast thou eaten of the tree, whereof I commanded thee that thou shouldest not eat? And the man said, the woman whom thou gavest to be with me, she gave me of the tree, and I did eat. And the Lord God said unto the woman, what is this that thou hast done? And the woman said the serpent beguiled me, and I did eat.

And the Lord God said unto the serpent, because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above every beast of the field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust shalt eat all the days of thy life. 

Genesis 3:14.  

And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel. Genesis 3: 15.

Unto the woman he said I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall be thy husband, and he shall rule over thee. 

And unto Adam he said, because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, thou shalt not eat of it. Cursed is the ground for thy sake: in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life; thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of the field. In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return. Genesis 3: 16 to 19.

(Note about the verse 14 and 15)

(The sin of the world that last for thousands of years until the sacrifice of Jesus) 

Jesus redeemed the world: does this redemption means that sin doesn’t exist any more? 

Jesus died to redeem us from the sin that we committed, but this doesn’t mean that we are not under the law any more, and we should not take advantage of this redemption. At any time we commit a sin, God shall bring us into judgement that based ACCORDING TO THE LAW.

 Some people think that Jesus died for the sin of the world, means that they could do any thing they want to do. But that sacrifice was at that time for that sin, any new sin is committed God shall bring you in judgement by the law, unless you repent and ask God for forgiveness and claim the blood of Jesus for the remission of your sins. So in according to receive this redemption that was done by Jesus’ sacrifice, you must repent. Jesus was the sacrifice, for the sins that were committed in the past, for example the sin that was committed by Eve and Adam. This sin that makes the whole world responsible for, and God made a rules that any sin is committed requires an animal sacrifice in according to be forgiven. 

But God wanted to save his people and give them salvation, and to redeem them from the sin that was committed from the beginning. 

Nothing was sufficient to redeem their sin, and for this reason God put them away out of the Garden of Eden. He cursed the serpent “Which is the devil” and said,

{Because thou has done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and thou shall eat dust all the days of thy life. And I will put enmity between thee and the woman and between thy seed and her seed: it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel. Genesis 3: 14 to 15. 

This curse meant for the devil, that deceived men, and the seed of the woman meant Jesus and his mother Mary. The person that bruised the serpent head was Jesus Christ, not by his present but by his death, means by the sacrifice for that sin that was committed by Eve and Adam. And every sin that was committed since the beginning to just before the crucifixion of Jesus, all those sins required the animals’ sacrifices, in according to be forgiving, except that sin that Jesus sacrificed his life to redeem us from it for our salvation. 

But any one that commit a new sin is responsible for, and shall be judge according to the laws, unless he repent and ask for a pardon, and claims the blood of Jesus for the remission of his sin, without any animals’ sacrifices. This is what the sacrifice of Jesus Christ on the cross was for, and for the sin that was committed by Eve and Adam.      

21. (The Lord God sent Adam out of the Garden)

      (The tree of life)

And Adam called his wife’s name Eve: because she was the mother of all living. Unto Adam also and to his wife did the Lord God make coats of skins, and clothed them. And the Lord God said, behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever. Therefore the Lord God sent him forth from the Garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken. So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the Garden of Eden CHERUBIMS, and a flaming sword, which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life. Genesis 3: 20 to 24.

22. (Note, The tree of life is mentioned in the book of Genesis 2: 9, and in the (Note, 10, and in the book of revelation 22: 2 to 3, and in the book of Ezekiel 47: 12).  

23. (The birth of Cain and Abel)

And Adam knew Eve his wife; and she conceived, and bares Cain, and said I have gotten a man from the Lord. And she again bares his brother Abel and Abel was a keeper of sheep, but Cain was a tiller of the ground. And in process of time it came to pass, that Cain brought of the fruit of the ground an offering unto the Lord. And Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of the fat thereof. And the Lord had respect unto Abel and to his offering: But unto Cain and to his offering he had not respect. And Cain was very wroth, and his countenance fell.

And the lord said unto Cain, why art thou wroth? And why is thy countenance fallen? If thou doest well, shall thou not be accepted? And if thou doest not well, sin lieth at the door. And unto thee shall be his desire, and thou shalt rule over him. Genesis 4: 1 to 7.

And there appeared a great wondered in heaven; a woman clothed with the sun, and the moon under her feet, and her head a crown of twelve stars: And she being with child cried, travailing with birth, and pained to be delivered.

And there appeared another wonder in heaven; and behold a great red dragon, having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads. And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to the earth: and the dragon stood before the woman which was ready to delivered, for to devour her child as soon as it was born. (The dragon is the devil, and the woman is Mary the mother of Jesus)

26. (The war in heaven between the angel and the “dragon, means the devil”)

And there was in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven. And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent called the devil, and satan, which deceives the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.

And they overcome him by the blood of the lamb. And by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the earth. Therefore rejoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the inhibitors of the earth and of the seal, for the devil is come down unto you, having great wrath, because he knows that he hath but a short time.

And when the dragon saw that he was cast unto the earth, he persecuted the woman, which brought forth the male child. And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time and half and times, and half a time, from the face of the serpent. And the serpent cast out of his mouth water as a flood after the woman, that he might cause he to be carried away of the flood.

(The Lord shall slay the dragon of the sea) 

The Lord shall slay the dragon that is in the sea, and the Serpent, Viathan and Leviathan the crooked serpent. Isaiah 27: 1 to4

Note

The scripture that is in Isaiah 27: 1 to 4, is prophecy was given by the prophet Isaiah 750 years before the birth of Jesus. This old serpent is one that deceived Eve in the Garden of Eden, approximately 4 thousands years latter, this same serpent that turn unto the dragon and give it power to destroy the woman and her child which is Jesus. As it written in the book of Revelation 17: 1 to 4.

27. (Information about the Garden of Eden)

{The first person that is conceived by the devil is Eve, and the last man that shall be conceived is Gog the chief prince of Magog}. 

There is two places called Aden, the first Eden is found on the north side of Lebanon, at the border of Turkey, near the Euphrates’ river, this is Eden that the bible mentioned about. The second Eden is found south of Saudi Arabia, a country called Yemen, and the capital of Yemen is Aden, This is not Eden or (Aden) that the Bible mentioned about. Because the four rivers that are near Eden are not in Yemen, but they are at the border of Turkey, north of Lebanon, and one of these rivers named Euphrates’ river. And Eden that in Yemen is at the south border of Saudi Arabia, and it impossible that all these rivers that are around Turkey to pass through the Arabian Desert to reach Eden that in Yemen. But there is only one thing that left without answer, is Ethiopia, this country is north of Yemen, and the bible tells us that the second river that comes from the Garden of Eden named Gihon that compassed the whole land of Ethiopia. How this could be? The Arabian Desert and the Red Sea are in the way. It is impossible that this river could pass through the Red Sea, unless this Sea did not exist in the ancient time? Or Ethiopia is not the same that the Bible is mentioned about? Does this mean that Eden that is in Yemen is it the one that the Lord had made? This is impossible because the river comes out of the Garden of Eden and four rivers that comes out of it, and these rivers are around Turkey, and non is in Yemen. Also Yemen is too far, and the Red Sea and the Arabian Desert are in the way. Unless the Arabian Desert was not a desert on the contrary was a forest and the canal did not exist between Yemen and Ethiopia that near Obock (in Ethiopia). If this canal was a dry land, the water of the Arabian Sea can’t pass and formed a large lake that called today The Red Sea. If the Red Sea was a dry land, the river could pass through from the land of Turkey and through Lebanon to Ethiopia. So it is possible that this section of Obock changed geographically by an earthquake and allowed the Seawater to pass through and formed The Red Sea. From all these explanations, it is impossible to prove where is the Garden of Eden that God made for the Fist man Adam.         

The Garden of Eden possibly located in the north of Lebanon at the border of Turkey near Syria, in today’s geographic map, but in the ancient geographic map this land called Tubal and Meshech. This land shall be the land of Gog the chief prince of Magog, the king of Tubal and Meshech, as God named him in the book of Ezekiel 39: 1. This land called today Turkey, all the way toward the north to reach the border of United of Soviet. As it is mentioned in the geographic map of the Middle East, in the translation of the Bible Society, it is known as Meshech Tubal, Please read about this in note 82 of Ezekiel 39: 11, and Note 64 to 65 of Daniel 11: 36 in this site).

(God made the Garden of Eden, for Adam and Eve to live in it, we know that the devil deceived Eve in this land, as he did with the first woman and man, and he still doing it until the last days. In the beginning, God created the first man Adam in this Garden, and it is possible that a man shall rise from this land and shall try to end this world, this man shall be deceived by the devil, and shall go against God. The name of this man is Gog the king of Tubal and Meshech, that comes from the north as the bible tell us, please refer to the book of Ezekiel 39: 1, and in Daniel 11: 40 to 45). 

Note 

The world started in the Garden of Eden, in Turkey, and ended during the time of Noah, and started again in the same place, when the ark of Noah rested on the mount of Ararat, and the world started since then. 

The mount of Ararat if almost in the same place in turkey not too far from the Garden.

And the devil also started from the same place, when he deceived Eve, the woman of Adam. And the devil, that is old serpent, and also known by the name of the dragon or satan, that shall rise again from the same place where the world started from the beginning. 

This is not a coincidence; it is in God’s Plan.

 28. (THE DEVIL ACTIONS)

The devil cannot do any physical action, neither creates or make any thing at all, because he is a week bad spirit, the only thing that he could do is deceives, and convinces people’s mind to do his evil actions. The devil likes to see this world, all full of hate, anger, and murders, if he could do all these things by him self, we would not see one stone upon another in this world. This is why, the Bible always mentions that the devil deceives and tempts, and never mentioned about that the devil did any self physical actions, if the devil could act by him self, he would not deceives any body he will enjoy doing all the actions by him self.

When the devil deceives human to do his action, he wishes this person, to act as much as he could violently, and wickedly, but human is usually do not continue to the end, as the devil desired.

God created human with a conscience that analyses his actions and shows his guilt and gets him scared about his actions that he commit. But for some people are more capable to last longer than other, it depends on the circumstances, means this person is supported by others, for example, when the devil deceives a kings or presidents, or evil reach persons, that could get other help. But at the end, the person that was conceived, shall analyze his actions and his conscience stop him from what he is doing, or the person gets scared and fears from getting trapped by others, or by the authority. That is the reason why this earth and humanity is not completely destroyed yet.
