       (THe Lord created new heaven and new earth)

For Behold, I create new heavens and a new earth: and the former shall not be remembered, nor come into mind. But ye glade and rejoice forever in that which I create: for, behold, I create Jerusalem a rejoicing, and her people a joy. 

And I will rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and the voice of weeping shall be no more heard in her, or the voice of crying. There shall be no more thence an infant of days nor an old man that hath not filled his days: for the child shall die an hundred years old: but the sinner being an hundred years old shall be accursed. And they shall build houses, and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, and eat the fruit of them. But to this man will I look, even to him that is poor and a contrite

      spirit, and trembleth at my word. Isaiah 66: 1 to 2.

                                                                    THE BOOK OF JEREMIAH 

70. (The Lord prophesied about a new Covenant be made for the remission of their sins)

In the book of Jeremiah in the Old Testaments, the word of the Lord came to the Prophet Jeremiah saying that the Lord God shall make a new Covenant with the Children of Israel, this shall be in the millennial on earth, (Christ kingdom) saying,

{Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, that I will make a new Covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah. 

Not according to the covenant that I made with their father in the day I took them by the land to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was a husband unto them, saith the Lord. But this shall be the Covenant that I will make the house of Israel: after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts: and will be their God, and they shall be people. 

And they shall teach no more every man his neighbor, and every man his brother, saying, knows the Lord: for they shall all know me, from the least of them unto the greatest of them, saith the Lord. For I will forgive their iniquity and I will remember their sin no more. 

This saith the Lord, which giveth the sun for a light by day, and the ordinances of the moon and of the stars for a light by night, which divides the sea when the waves thereof roar, the Lord of hosts is his name.

If those ordinances depart from before me, saith the Lord, then the seed of Israel also shall cease from being a nation before me forever. Thus saith the Lord: if heaven above can be measured, and the foundations of the earth searched out beneath. I will also cast off all the seed of Israel for all that they have done, saith the Lord. Jeremiah 31: 31 to 37.

Prophecy about the house of David and Jacob

(The new Covenant with God’s People)

Consider thou not what this people have spoken, saying, the two families, which the Lord hath chosen he hath even cast them off? Thus they have despised my people that they should be no more a nation before them. Thus saith the Lord if my Covenant were not with day and night, and if I have not appointed the ordinances of heaven and earth. Then will I cast away the seed of Jacob, and David my servant, so that I will not take any of his seed to be rulers over the seed of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob: for I will cause their captivity to return, and have mercy on them. Jeremiah 33: 24 to 26.

71. (Prophecy about the destruction of Babylon)

 One post shall run to meet another, and one messenger to meet another, to show the king of Babylon that his city is taken at one end. Jeremiah 51: 31.

And that the passages are stopped, and the reeds they have burned with fire, and the men of war are affrighted. For thus saith the Lord of host, the God of Israel. The daughter of Babylon is like a threshing floor, it is time to thresh her: yet a little while, and the time of he harvest shall come.                     

Nebuchadrezzar the king of Babylon hath devoured me, he hath crushed me, he hath made me an empty vessel, he hath swallowed me up like a dragon, he hath filled his belly with my delicate, he hath cast me out. The violence done to me and to my flesh be upon Babylon, shall the inhabitant of Zion say; and my blood upon the inhabitants of Chaldea, shall Jerusalem say.

Therefore thus saith the Lord; behold, I will plead thy cause, and take vengeance for thee; and I will dry up her sea, and make her spring dry. Jeremiah 51: 32 to 36.

72. (Babylon shall become a heap)

 And Babylon shall become heaps, a dwelling place for dragons, astonishment, and a hissing, without an inhabitant. They shall roar together like lions: they shall yell as lions’ whelps. Jeremiah 51: 37.

In their heat I will make their feast, and I will make them drunken, that they may rejoice, and sleep a perpetual sleep, and not wake, saith the Lord. Jeremiah 51: 39.

73. (The Sea is come up Babylon)

The sea is come up upon Babylon: she is covered with the multitude of the waves thereof. Her cities are desolation, a dry land and a wilderness, a land wherein no man dwelleth, neither doth any son of man pass thereby. Jeremiah 51: 42 to 43.
